This is a cartoon, not a friggin' Oprah Winfrey Special. Lou, millions of
kids are seeing this cartoon. It's like telling them to squeeze. You can't put words in Puja's mouth if his mouth doesn't move. It's a voice-over. An internal monologue. Maybe even the voice of God. Puji, don't smoke. The actors. What's going on? Let's ask the technicians. Do you think it's morally right to encourage smoking for America's youth? They're biased. This is a mistrial. - This session costs the studio a thousand. If you want a
salary, stick to the script. If you want to play Gandhi, then do it for someone else's time. Then I have to do what I have to do. It's very funny. Where the hell are you going? If you leave, you won't come back. I don't suck at you, mate. Well, according to Porky Pig: Piss Off, Lou. What about this history test? Don't ask. Did you have fun at school? I painted a picture of a rainbow. Daddy? Daddy! Dad! I thought you couldn't take us. Well, I
got out early. -- do you mean you got fired? No, I quit. For reasons of conscience. Actors. Dude, happy birthday. I have a surprise for you. A stripper? Oh, please! Two strippers? Hu-ha, boy! Is it a party? Yes! No. No parties. Mom said you can't have it because of your card. Mom won't be home for another four hours, will she? Prepare... for the wild kingdom. Towards the very end. Here she is. And she wins this race. Let's do it. Just
like that. Do you want to feed him? Let's see if this guy is going to be here. Excuse me. Exit! - Gregory, Henderson and Hillard. - Miranda Hillard, please. know you're going with these murals, but maybe if they weren't that big. And let's make steel windows, not wood. Destroy the oriental carpet. Let's try Obusson's carpet. - More pink red. It's a good idea. Hotel Union Square. It's better that way. More arts and crafts. Dirk Van Erp's
lamp, Stykley's chair. Don't be seduced by your chin. Forgive me. Miranda, can I see you for a minute? Yes, I do. Forgive me. Of course. One minute. I just got off the phone with Stuart Dunmayer. Stuart Dunmeyer? He said you knew each other. Stuart Dunmeyer? He invested millions in the restoration of Helman's old mansion on Nob Hill. - He wants to make it into the $- night BCB. Yes, I read about it. He's doing well. It's him. And
he specifically asked you, Miranda. He did? I told him you'd call first thing tomorrow. Yes, I will. Miss Hillard? The cameraman has Gloria Cheney on hold. She says it's an emergency. I'm sorry. Gloria? Oh my God! Is this your residence, ma'am? Yes, I'm sorry to say that. Did you know that it is illegal to possess a barnyard animal in a residential area? - What if you are married to one? We also respond to noise disturbances. I'll answer
it myself. I'm terribly sorry about that. You ate my begonias! God! Get out of my way! Miranda! Whassup? You're home early, girlfriend. It's Havin's birthday at the house. What the hell is going on here? Don't get mad, darling. Listen. You're home a little early. I was going to clean it up before you got home. Honey... What are you looking for? I'd be careful. This pony had a lot of water. The party's over. She called you, and you're too
much at your birthday party. Well done! Don't make me look like a monster, Daniel! You've got all the fun, and I get all that's left. - You have chosen a career. I don't have a choice here. I have no choice! Even when I try to do something fun, you do it ten times as much! I bring home cake and presents. You're going to bring the damn San Diego zoo! And I have to clean up! - It's not toxic waste, just a few party plates! Why am I the only
one who feels there should be rules? Why do you always kick me out hard? I do not. You ityourself quite naturally. You'll prepare me every time to be a bad guy. Oh, relax, don't you? You spend too much time with those corporate clones you despised. I spend too much time with you, Daniel. It's over! It's over. Come on, Miranda. We have a problem, but who doesn't? We could work them out. We've been trying to work it out for years.
Let's do it, please. Listen. Maybe we need help, okay? Maybe a family therapist can help us do it together. It's too late for that. Well, let's take a vacation with the kids as a family. Get you off your job. You're a different person. You really are. You're in a big life. Our problems will await us when we return. We will move, and hopefully our problems will not follow us. Daniel Don't joke. Ok. We just grew up. We're different. - - have nothing
in common. - Oh, of course, we do. We love each other. Come on, Miranda. We love each other. Don't you? I want a divorce. No. We can't. We're a family. You know? I'm so sorry. Yes, Mom, he told me all about it. Yes, Mum. I heard it. Well, yes, he's here. No, I don't think so. Mom, he's not in the mood to talk. Yes, depressed. I mean, his marriage is over. My marriage doesn't end. It's just a break. Mom, I think he's a little denying.
No, we care about your little boy. Don't worry, Mum. Hi, Evelyn. Thanks for the jam. She says she's welcome. That beige concealer. When will we get more? Next week. Do you hear that, Mum? Next week. Wait, wait. Enough is enough. It's a man. Bitch. No, Mom, not you. I was talking about the dog. Mum, listen. We have people waiting for us on stage. Oh yes. It's a stressful life, Mom. Places to go, faces draw. Yes, I'll tell him, Mum.
Don't worry, I'll tell him. Yes. Hold on, Mum. She wants to know if you want to stay with her. No way. He says I'll think about it, Mom. Ok. Ok. I love you too. Bye, Mum. Look, you know you can always stay with us as long as you want. Thank you, but I'm fine, really. I mean, it's just a temporary thing. I know Miranda. It's going to explode. Mr. and Mrs. Hillard, although these guardianship procedures tend to favor the mother, we also
understand, perhaps now, more than ever, that it is not in the child's best interest to deprive him or her clearly loving father. However, since Mr. Hillard currently has no place to live and no job, it is the court's decision to award Mrs. Hillard's sole custody. Congratulations. No, I don't think so. Mr Hillard will have visitation rights every Saturday. Can't you do something? He made a decision. Isn't it traditional to say I object or something?
Your Honor, please. Every Saturday? It's one day a week. That's not enough. I have to be with my kids. It's not a question. I have to be with them, sir. You are welcome. I know it seems like a lot, but for me it's not enough. Really. I haven't been away from them for more than a day since the day they were born. - Mr. Hillard, this decision is only temporary. Oh, good. I'll appoint a court liaison to oversee your case. These proceedings
will continue in a few days. I'm giving you three months, Mr. Hillard. Thank you, thank you. Three months during which to get a job, save it and create a suitable house. If this proves possible to you, I will consider a joint detention agreement when we meet again. We're on hold. Well, it looks like there's some light at the end of our tunnel. It's all my stuff. It's all my fault. God, no. Why do you think that? I wasn't supposed to have a
birthday, Dad. It would never have happened. Yes, it will. It was an accident that was going to happen, okay? You didn't do anything. Do you have that? Okay, hmm five. Now you're the man from home. Don't be dirty. - You are you go now. Darling, I have to. We're in the middle of Charlotte's web. Who's going to finish it? Well, Grandma's going to finish this for you. She's not that good. She always misses parts and she never makes a
voice. It smells funny, too. It's formaldehyde. That's why Grandma is so well preserved. Hey, come here. It's the same as always. We just have a really big backyard, okay? I love you. I love you. I'll miss you. Saturday comes very quickly. I'm going to miss you. It's the same. Oh, Daddy... - Take care of her. Okay, goodbye. Thank you for your time, warden. Bye, Dad. As your court connection, I'll look at two things. - Your habitat... - It's
more like a habitat, actually. And I'll come monday and Friday night to see him. Well, I'm wearing chicken. And there's always a problem with work. This is the nearest employment office. I took the liberty of making an appointment with you. Thank you, thank you. - By the way, do you have any special skills? Oh yes. Yes. I make voices. What do you mean you're voting? Well, I make voices. Yes! We're looking for a smart life.
Unfortunately, it's a mistake! Happy to be in America. Don't ask for a green card. I want you to be in the worst sense. This is, of course, a rough meeting. It's not good for me. Hey, boss, give her a chance. It will weaken at any moment. Look at me, Moneypenny. I want to undo that bow and get to know you in American. I'm crazy to make a deal with you! Nancy and I are still looking for the other half of my head. They're doing it! I'm
sitting in a gold mine! Don't get me to hit you, darling. I make a big impression of the hot dog. Mr. Hillard, do you consider yourself humorous? I'm used to it. There was a time when I was funny. But today you proved me wrong. Thank you. Listen, the bottom line ... I need to be with my kids, and I'll do anything to do it. Just tell me what to do. Are you Tony? It's me. I'm Daniel Hillard, the actor. Follow me. Oh, movies! Will I present these
films on the air? Not really. What can I do? Take all these cans. You box them and drive them away. Then you box those boxes there. Send them. Then they'll come again. You box them, you load them. Any questions? Once you box 'em ...? You get them. Lots of luck, smartass. I think I have a friend. Miranda. Stu! Hello, Miranda. It's been a long time. Yes, I do. Mr. Dunmeyer came to see your sketches. Let me show you the
conference room. As you probably know, the manor was built in. These sketches are designed to reflect your desire to have it fully restored. You look better than ever. The lobby will resemble a music salon with inspiration from the French Second Empire. I thought the piano x century ... I've been following your career for the last couple of years. A doused sofa, a Flemish tapestry, a brass table in the style of Regency... I would get
reacquainted. Catch. Mantel clock. Fringed, obsess chairs, heavy curtains. We can At dinner, maybe? Stuart, thank you, thank you. I am... I'm at the beginning of a divorce. It just didn't work. Oh, Miranda, I'm sorry. You don't have to say that. No really. I mean, I've never held any grudges or anything. I just... Well, I always hoped you'd find happiness. Oh, my God, that's so sweet. I was just worried that my coming here might scare you
away from the project. No no. Of course not. I'm a professional. I am... I was flattered that you thought of me after all these years and everything. Yes, that's it. Ok... Ancient history. Yes. I'm late. I have a meeting at the bank. Can we talk, maybe later this week? Of course. It's good. I want to see you again. Okay, right? I know the place doesn't look like much now, but... It's going to be fine. How do you like it? It's good. It's all right. Hey,
give me some time. I'm not too comfortable with this new lifestyle. And so are we. I know it's hard, honey. Can't you just tell your mom you're sorry? I wish I had. They're a little more complicated, Natti. Like an old battle axe? Your mother. She's fine. A. I'm glad to hear that. I don't want to think she had amoebic dysentery or piles. What is amoebic dysentery? It is an infection in your tummy where you get diarrhea forever. - Diarrhea
forever? And your body dries up and you die. Are you going to die? - You don't have to be so graphic with it. I read about it in a scientific book. Why do you want your mother to die? Oh, darling, I don't want my mom to die. Then why did you say that? Look, Dad, you're not trying very hard. We only come here once a week. It's not very much. You are right. I am sorry. I'll try harder. Natti, I'll think good things, okay? My mother? I'll give it
a try. I really will. And call her a princess. Oh, yes. And now I feel like a toad. Daddy's a toad. It's my mother. It can't be. She's an hour early. Come on, Natti, we have to go. No no! Go on, sit down. Sit down! You don't have to run when she's honking. Yes, you're in my time. You're my kids, too! Come on. Hello. Oh, Danielle... Charming. Thank you, Miranda. I was going for a refugee's motive. Escape is my homeland kind of thing. But
look at you! This lovely Motive is Dancing with the Wolves. What is your Indian name: Shops with a fist? Are my children ready? - No, our children are not ready yet... ... because you're an hour early and you're late to drop them off. I need to drop something in the paper. Newspaper? Do you take out one of these personal ads? DWFseeks WWWM with BMW, in the light of BPC? I'm posting an ad for a housekeeper. Housekeeper?
Why do you need a housekeeper? I need someone who will be there when the kids get home from school, clean up, start dinner... - How much are you going to pay? - $ a week. All is well? Can I see the ad? I have the right as their father. You are welcome? It's good. Anything else you want to see? - Are you suggesting? Not anymore. What are the changes? You guys are all Yes, Mommy. We're fine. Miranda, why don't I take care of
the kids? I'll pick them up after school, I'll be with them, and then I'll drop them in the house after work. That would be great! Please! Look at this. Kids love it. Mommy, please! I'll think about it. We're his kids, too. Kids say the most darn things. Thank you. Are there any other phrases you'd like to teach our five-year-old child, Daniel? Come on, everyone gets their coats. Put them on and let's get out of here. Ok, Mum. I'd say go to the
bathroom before we go, but I don't think that's a good idea. Don't forget anything. I don't want to go back. Come on let's go. - I'll see you on Saturday. Say goodbye to your father. Goodbye, Daddy. Here's your ad.- I'll take my purse. Yes, you're feeling better. Hello. Are you calling in response to an ad? Who was your previous employer? I was in a band. Serious tyre damage. In a group? I just want to know one thing. Are your kids
behaving well, or do they need, like, a few light slams every now and then? I'm going to have to go back to you. Wau! Jha, my name is Ssa Himmelman. I want to know how many kids you have? I have two girls and a boy. Oh, boy! I don't work with men because I was one of them. Yikes. Hello. Leila, go back to the cell! Don't get me behind the hose! Hello? I'm a job. Do you speak English? I'm a job. I am sorry. The position is full. Oh,
what a nightmare! Let's go to the murder. Hello? I'm calling in connection with an ad I read in the paper. Yes. Well, could you tell me a little bit about yourself? Oh, of course, darling. For the last few years, I worked for the Smythe family from Elborn, England. It's Smythe, not Smith, darling. And for them, I did cleaning, cooking, and taking care of my four glorious children. I grew up very attached to them after many years, but they grew
up as kids usually. Oh, but listen to me. I keep going when you have to tell me about your kids. Well, I have two girls... - Oh, two gems. No doubt the pearl of your eye. And one boy. Oh, little prince. That's great. I have to tell you, a little light cooking is required. Oh, I don't mind, darling. I'd love to make heavy food. But I have one rule: they will only eat good, nutritious food with me. And if there is any controversy, it is either good,
healthy food or empty tummy. That's my rule. I hope it's not too cruel for you, darling. No! Could you interview? Let's say Monday night in. ? Oh, I'd love to, darling. That's great. I'm on Steiner Street. Steiner. Oh, that's so sweet. Could you give me your name? My name? I thought I gave it to you, darling. No - Doubt. Excuse me? Doubt, darling. Mrs. Doubt. -- Well, I'm looking forward to seeing you. Oh, darling, darling. So do I. Bye-
bye. Ta-ta. Showtime. Daniel, hello. Could you make me a woman? Honey, I Happy! Oh, come here. I knew you'd understand. Is it going to hurt? Don't whine. Just relax. Are you sure? - Just remember the pain of pain Okay, take a deep breath. Instant eyeliner. And the strings under the wig. - A man has five hours of shadow on. Morning. Okay, let's start with makeup. I'm not going to wax. Don't worry. We're just a little unpacked. - I
feel like Gloria Swanson. You look like her mother. I'm ready for a close-up, Mr. DeMille. Okay, that's it. Let's pray. I hope you use jungle red. It's the color I love. -- Matches your lips. God bless you. I feel amazing because I met this beautiful Cuban. Every night is like a bay of pigs. I can't lie to you. He's beautiful. I do not know. It would scare the kids. Maybe it's too much for them. I think we have to go to the next level. Latex. Oh, it was
such a shandeh. I should never buy mushrooms from the grave. It's so chewy. No, I feel like Bubby. It's not working. Don't worry. It's a job, and you're my brother. I'll never give you any embarrassment. God bless you. You're going to have to do the whole face. But look at this good thing we have here. It's not working. I need to get older. Older? How is Shelley Winters older or Shirley MacLaine over? What's the difference? - Some tape
tape and red hair dye. What about Joan Collins? I don't think I have the strength. But I have plaster. Are we close? Closer, and you'll be a mom. That's disgusting! The most disgusting thing I've ever seen. Awesome. What is this? Turn it off, don't you? Come on. I want you to introduce you to this lady. I want you to be polite to her, then ... Tell me what you think. Everyone stands here and helps me decide what to do. Mrs. Hillard, I
suppose. Yes. I'm Miranda Hillard. Eugenia Doubt. Yes. Could you come in? Thank you, darling. And it should be cherubs. Yes, I do. It's Natalie. Oh, hello, Natalie. - Do you wear bug spray? Natti! It's all right, darling. No offense. I was a bit of a liberal with an atomizer. And at my age, it's like a good Stilton. Everything has its own flavor. I admire that honesty, Natti. It's a noble quality. Never lose it. She often disappears with age or
enters politics. Look at that face. You remind me of Stuart Little, one of the noblest creatures in all literature. Do you know this book, Stuart Little? Yes! It's one of my favorites. Mine too! Maybe I could read it to you - if I get the post. That would be great. Who's this young guy? It's Chris. Hello, Christopher. Hello. God, you're great for a lady. You could play for ERS. Well, I was a defender. But it's European football, darling. Football?
Yes, I do. Do you play football, too? Yes! Oh, isn't that amazing? Yes, I was captain of the women's team. We won three university championships. Oh, but that was decades ago! But then I was more disciplined. I always put my studies above my athletics. I'm sure you're the same, and you've already done all your Job. Well, not really. Is it true? A. It's a shame. Young people who doing their research often miss out on more amusing
activities. Who is this young lady? It's Lydia. Hello, Lydia. It's not fair, Mom. Why do we even need a housekeeper? That's all I need. Why can't Dad do it? Honey, I don't think it's appropriate to argue with your mother in front of a stranger. I just don't understand why we can't spend extra time with Dad. Maybe she's right, darling. Maybe their father would be a more appropriate person. No, I don't think so. It's not my fault, darling. If he
got a job and a decent apartment... - You see, he is... - Sorry, darling. I'm sure you want the kids to leave the room before verbally hitting their father. Hm? If I did, I might never see them again. I'm sorry. You are right. No harm. You are absolutely right. I'm not a therapist. I just see what I see. Why don't you guys go upstairs? I'll be there in a minute. It's nice to meet you. Yes, it's nice to meet you. You, too, Lydie. Oh, they're an
energetic bunch. Yes, I do. Especially Lydie. She's got daggers for you. I know that. They're very upset with me right now. - Probably a divorce. How did you know? You can feel it, darling - the way she talks about her father. I don't think he's in the Navy like she says she misses him. It's like he's around. Yes, I do. Oh, it's so sad. Would you like a cup of tea? I'd love it. It's right here. What a beautiful home you have. - Did you decorate it
yourself? Yes, I did it. Oh, it smells like taste! Isn't that cute, darling! Here's my sum r. Oh thank you. Let me start this tea. Oh, no, darling. Let me get this for you. You've had a rough day. You just beam on that chair and leave the tea to me. Thank you. That's very nice of me. Oh, not at all, darling. - O. What a wonderful amount r . Thank you, darling. Expert in first aid and CPR. And Heimlich's manoeuvre, darling. You can never be too
prepared when toddlers are around. They'll swallow anything. You have to be ready to whip it out. Oh, we'll see. What a perfectly designated little house! Take a look at this. Everything has its place and the name of the tag. How accurate! Well done. My husband never appreciated him. A. Poor Dolt. That's not the reason you divorced him, is it? No. It's so sad because marriage can be such a blessing. So is divorce. Daniel is a very
difficult person to live with. But the kids are crazy about it. You don't have to be psychic to feel it. Mine, you certainly know your way around the kitchen! It's just because everything is so accessible. You designed it. I'm surprised there's no little label out there that says spoon. You remind me of someone. Really? That? I feel like I've known you for years. Maybe we knew each other in a different life. I'd like you to come and work with us.
So I would. That would be an honor. To us. To us. Start Relations. Good evening, darling. Evening, ma'am. It's a cold night, isn't it? Yes. Hope you have nice and warm to get home. My back. Jesus! If I find the misogynistic bastard who invented heels, I'll kill him. God...! Forgive me. Mrs. Seler! Have we met? No. But Danny told me all about you. I'm his sister. Ihs... much older than the sister. You have eyes. - Only if he fills the donor
card. Is Mr. Hillard here? I have an appointment. Are you? Oh, that's great. Let me come and pick him up, and he'll be right here. I'll go with you. No, I don't think so. Yes, I do. Why? Because I have an appointment on Monday and Friday night to check the apartment. I remember him saying something about it. Are you sure, darling? It's three floors, hoofin' it's all the way. If you can do it, I can. I bet so! Is your ticker all right? - Topnotch.
Oh good! Because I don't want to jump-start. It's a bloody door. Please come in, darling. Sorry about that. Here we are. Daniel's abode. Oh, that's mine, darling. I'm a dirty guest at home. Well, just go home. I'll be right back. He'll be back. I'm going after him. Don't be afraid. I'll be right there. Danny! Danny, boy, where are you? Oh, here it is, darling. I found him. Danny, Mrs. Seler is here to see you! Oh, is she here? Yes, it is. Mrs.
Iflner, I just got out of the shower! I think you'll be very pleased with me! I went through some really interesting changes! And I'm becoming a new man and an exemplary father! It'll be right there. It's just changing, darling. I want you to be aware of the changes in my career! Two big events have happened! I'm finally starting to come in my own! Things are really starting to get upsize and I'm blossoming! Really, yes! Things have been
hairy for a while, but I'm in great shape now! Now I'm my own man! Oh yes! A job I could load my teeth into! I'll be right there, Mrs. Seller! It's so good I don't have to save my face anymore, Mrs. If! Mrs. Seler! How are you? Always joy! If you wanted cheese, why didn't you just say that? Well, you'll be glad to know that I'm holding two jobs right now. One for educational film and TV - a heavy responsibility. What about the other one?
Cleaning houses. Not mine. Big girl! Your sister is English? She's half English, half American. Half-sister, really. Does that make her the eighth Englishwoman? I never did math. Let me see, my father was an American. He flew for the British during the war. He was in London and... he met this beautiful Englishwoman. Well, my sister was the fruit of their passions. Excuse me. My sister, not you. You see, she's not a very good
housekeeper. But she makes a fabulous cup of English tea. Really? Well, I'd love a good cup of English tea. About! Aren't we all! I'm going after her. Sis! Oh, little sister! Sis, are you here? Tea? TNT Cup. Sick. Mom! My face! I have to go down and get it. Norman Bates! Miss Hillard? Yes, darling? I take sugar in tea. Oh, your tea! I'll be right there with your tea! My dear! Sugar is one lump or two, darling? Two, please! - Tea, sugar, hot
water. Good job. Will come Way, darling! I'll be right there with your tea! No! Stop! This is bullshit! Can I help you? Oh, no, darling! I don't need a hand. I need a face. Are you sure? Oh, definitely! I'm not a Muslim. I need a face! My god. Miss Hillard? The water is boiling. Hello! Oh, I'm sorry I scared you, darling. I have to look like a one-dayie in this makeup. That's my night mask of the bean. Part of my beauty regime. It's mostly egg
whites, CR me fra che, powdered sugar, vanilla and a touch of alum. Go, darling. About! You have cream and sugar. It's a bit of a capu-tea-no. One drop or two? Want more? About! Great! As you can see, I can't stay with you, darling. I'm melting like a snow cone in Phoenix. That's where we're going again! I'm going after Danny. He'll be right to you. Wait. Danny! Come on, little sister! It was nice to meet you! It's great to meet you.
There was a small accident. - Be careful this time. She's an old woman. Why wasn't I an only child? I'm sorry. It's all right. Ready? Ok. Were you having fun? What have you done? I painted a picture of a rabbit. The teacher liked it. Here it is, Mel. $ worth of hair. What am I going to do with him? - Alan, I was wondering if ... - Do you want one of them? I'd rather make a coat for my wife. Okay, that's it. It's time to expand your minds. It's
homework now. Ok? Yes, but... after Dick Van Dyke. No. Nwo. No. We always keep an eye on Dick Van. Really? Well, not anymore. The only thing you'll watch is Deep Sea-N-N. I'm just saying, I understand the pain you're all going through. Yes. Well, I'd also like to thank you. For what? For making my
mother so happy. She wasn't in this good mood since... I can't even remember. It's been a while. Yes? Yes, I do. Well, I have to go back, but... - Go. It's good. Thank you. You are welcome. So long. Thank you. Oh no. Well, my lady! I'm really pleased to see you again! Joy, as always. I love that the Mediterranean look at women. Natural. Healthy. Just the way God made you. He broke the mold when he made me, darling. He made me
special. That's exactly what he did. Bless you. I'm not a crook. She kissed Stuart and thanked him. How was it there? Asked Mr. Little, who was always curious to know about places he had never been. Lt was all right, Stewart said. Oh, you know, asshole! Beat it! Broke my bag, bastard. The lover is here. What a beautiful little car for Don Juan. So sad when it happens! Good luck. Thank you. The hurdles. Bravo. Discrimination. Oh, that's very good. Excuse me, darling? The call of nature. Check. I'll be right back. Oh, my God. Oh, my God! Oh my God! Chris! Hold on! Lydia! We have to call the police! We have
to dial now! Why? Mrs. Doubt. He's her! A what?! He's half man, half female! What?! OK, that's it. Calm down. Freeze! Or are you going to get it! In the balls! Yes! Does she have any? She has everything. Ok. Listen to me. I'm not... Who do you think I am. -- Keep an eye on your mouth, young man! My god. Daddy? Yes, I do. Daddy? Yes, darling. You don't really like this thing, do you? Well, some of them are handy... No! It's mild pain.

And your little speech seemed very sincere and sincere. But I think it's a terrific performance
by a very gifted actor. I miss
her stories. Do not worry. We'll find someone. There are a lot of people out there. No one likes her. Ok. I admit that everything was much nicer when she was around. The house was very warm and comfortable, the beds were always made and dinner was... It's not real! We need to stop talking about her as a real person. Hello, my dears! We have a great show tonight. We have Mr. Van Sandt from the Sierra Club, and he's going to
bring in endangered animals. Do you know what that means, poppetts? Did you say the puppet? Oh, no, darling! It's Kovacs! Welcome, Kovacs! Hey, guys. Did you say extinction? Does something stink? But you don't have to get
together because we go in our minds. We're going across the Atlantic to England, where I came from. Have you come from England? It's a wonderful country. - Do you know about England? It's an island. It's an island, darling. Nice. They have a queen and a royal family. Oh! Just like playing poker! It's a full house. Some cards no longer live at home. Thanks to mobile phones. Do you know what language they speak in England?
Pakistani? That's right. In many stores they do. But we'll get into that tomorrow, boys and girls. You have to kiss me, Kovacs. I'll give you two. Okay, darling. Here's one on the cheek. Here's the monkey bite! Oh, you're an evil, evil monkey! Well, that's it for today. Bye-bye. Cut! It's a wrap, guys! Thank you very much. We're going to smash! Number one in our time slot! Yes! Calls from Detroit, Cleveland, Chicago, Los Angeles... - All
with syndicate offers. Hollywood! Daniel? Yes? Miranda. Can I speak to you? Yes. I'll be right now. Just wait here. Welcome to Eugenia's house. A little draught, but... You know. Well done. What can I do for you? First of all, congratulations on the show. Thank you. You have to see the dress rehearsal. We are... Children... We watched every day. It's nice to know that they can see me every day. Look, Daniel. I know it's going to take a
long time to get through all the fights and all the horrible things we've been saying to each other. This is... It's so hard. But I know somehow you and I'll be fine, and we'll get through this. But the children... I don't want to hurt. to our children. So what do you want me to do? You Are You should I pretend that everything is okay? Put on a happy face? Smile? Oh, my God, Miranda. You took my children from me. I only see them now with
observation. Some woman is watching me with the kids as if I'm some kind of deviant. If I try to hug them, she wonders why. Do you know what it's like? You just sat in the courtroom and let this judge pronounce that despicable verdict. I was angry. Oh, my God. You've hurt me too! You ripped my heart out! You lied... You know? I don't want to do this anymore. I don't want to do any more who did what to whom. Ever since it
happened, I've been trying to figure it out. And the only thing I know in my heart is that the children were happier when Mrs Doubtfire was part of their lives. Yes? She is... brought out the best in them. She brought out the best in you. And you. They miss her terribly. What are you saying? Daniel, the children need you. I need them. Well, tomorrow we're going to have Frank, who's a make-up artist. A big knock at the door. Who could it
be? And we have enough time? Mr. Sprinkle, boys and girls! Hello! What do you have for me today? Mrs. Doubtflier, I received an email from Katie... It's the new nanny. Come on guys! Get up! Let's go! Come on. Everything's going to be all right. Chris, wait. All. Dad! Hello. What's going on? I'm here to pick you up. Your father will take you for hours every day after school. Really? What about the courts? It's legal stuff. Ask your mother. I
took care of it. No more supervised visits. No more communication with the court. Just us? It's just us. Follow Mr. Bear. Go get things. Hurry up. It's good. Do you want to come in? I'll wait outside. Ok thank you. See you later. Dear Mrs. Doubtfiire - Two months ago my mom and dad decided to break up. Now they live in different houses. My brother Andrew says we're not a real family anymore. Is that true? Is there anything I could do
to get my parents back together? Sincerely, Cathy McCormick. Oh, my dear Katie. You know, some parents get along a lot better when they don't live together. They don't fight all the time and they can become better people. Much better moms and dads for you. And sometimes they're back together. And sometimes not, darling. And if you don't, don't blame yourself. Just because they don't love each other doesn't mean they don't
love you. There are different families, Katie. In some families one mother, in some families one father or two families. Some children live with their uncle or aunt. Some live with grandparents and some live with foster parents. Some of them live in separate homes and areas in different parts of the country. They can't see each other for days, weeks, months or even years at a time. But if there's love, darling, it's the connections that bind.
And there will always be a family in your heart. All my love for you, poppet. You'll be fine. Bye-bye.
